What is an HD Tick digital TV?
The HD Tick is an initiative of the Australian Digital Suppliers Industry Forum of AEEMA.

The HD Tick may only be applied by licensed suppliers that certify the compliance of their
digital TVs with specific criteria.

Connectors

The digital AV input must be

a certified High-Definition
Multimedia Interface (HDMI),
with HDCP enabled, and have
been tested and certified to
the specifications required by
HDMI Licensing, LLC.

This provides better
connectivity between the High
Definition TV screen and other
High Definition digital devices
such as HD gaming consoles,
HD-DVD / Blu-ray DVD players
or HD digital video recorder.

Audio

The audio decoder must

be able to decode DTV
transmissions which carry
Dolby Digital (AC-3) multi-
channel audio and the TV’s
digital audio output must
include either a consumer
electrical or optical output
connection and have a
certificate of approval from
Dolby Laboratories.

This helps to ensure a better
home theatre experience while
viewing digital television.
